
 
 

 
English 2 Honors (sophomore year) class is designed as a preparatory course for Junior Advanced Placement (A.P.) 
Language, and Senior A.P. Literature. The rigor of the class is much higher than a non-honors course. You can 
expect additional homework, reading assignments, and higher expectations for class participation.  
 
Both Junior and Senior A.P. courses, in content, workload and expectations, are college courses with the possibility 
that the student may earn college credit while still in high school.   
 
In addition, all students who are assigned an Honors/AP class agree to complete a preparatory summer assignment.   
 

 
 
There are four minimum qualifications a student must meet in order to be considered for advanced English courses: 
 

1) Teacher Recommendation 
2) A semester grade of B- or better in their last completed English class 
3) Overall GPA 
4) STAR test score demonstrating proficiency in English over the span of two years.   
    See your current English teacher for scores. 

 
The Honors/AP Program is a yearlong commitment.  Changes during the semester are unlikely. It is important to 
note that class space is limited, and all qualified students may not be placed in an advanced class.  In these cases, 
teacher recommendation, grades, GPA, and STAR test scores will be vital in determining which students are most 
qualified, and thus most deserving of placement.
